• Our school conducts Higher Chinese Language 
(HCL) lessons for eligible Sec 1 students.

• Higher Malay Language (HML) classes are 
conducted at Anderson Secondary School (nearest 
to our school).

• Higher Tamil Language (HTL) classes are conducted 
at the Umar Pulavar Tamil Language Centre (nearest 
to our school).

• Note: HML and HTL classes are conducted after curriculum 
hours between 3 to 6 pm, with days and timings decided by 
centres.

Why Study HMTL?

• HMTL offers students the chance to study their 
Mother Tongue language at a more advanced level

• Greater exposure to the Mother Tongue language 
and culture, to develop students’ passion in the 
subject

• Note: Students offering HMTL will take the GCE O-Level MTL 
exam at the end of Sec 3, and the HMT exam in Sec 4



For JC/CI admission, students who obtain C6 and 
better for HMTL at O-levels will enjoy: 

• 2 bonus points in L1R5 aggregate computation

• Able to use either HMTL or EL grade as L1 
(better of the two)

• Note: HMTL has no direct impact on Polytechnic / ITE 
admission.

Eligibility for HMTL

• HMTL will be offered to all Sec 1 Express students 
who meet the criteria at PSLE 

• For such students, parents will receive the MOE 
Eligibility Letter from our school via Parents’ Gateway

• Students who do not receive the MOE Eligibility Letter for 
HCL but scored at least Merit in PSLE Higher CL, or 
AL1/AL2 in PSLE CL will be issued a letter of offer by the 
school via Parents’ Gateway.

NON-TAMIL INDIAN LANGUAGES 
(NTIL)

to inform their Form Teachers the following 
matters on the first day of school:

 
a) The NTIL they are taking;
b) Venue - Centre where they attend lessons;
c) Day/Time of their lessons
